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Recipe from the Adobe Oven Cookbook

Lemon Snowdrops
1 C butter or margarine
1/2 C sifted powder sugar
1 t lemon extract
2 C flour
1/4 tsalt

Filling:

Tegg

1 lemon rind, grated
2/3 C sugar

3 T lemon juice
11/2 T soft butter

Heat oven to 400 degrees. Cream butter and sugar. Add lemon extract, flour
and salt and mix well. Chill awhile. Measure level teaspoon of dough, round
up and form like a vanilla wafer. Place about one inch apart on cookie sheet
and bake 8 to 10 minutes, or until very lightly browned. Cool and put two
together with lemon butter filling. Roll in powdered sugar.

For filling, blend one egg, slightly beaten, and remaining ingredients into a
double boiler. Cook over hot water until thick. Cool before filling cookies.
