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Cherries Jubilee 
 

1 small can bing cherries 
1   1/2 ounces brandy 
1   1/2 ounces Kirsch or other cherry brandy 
3/4 ounce Triple Sec 
Vanilla ice cream 
 
Drain 3/4 of the juice from cherries and discard. Put the cherries and 
remaining juice in a bowl and add brandy, Kirsch and Triple Sec. 
Allow to marinate 3-4 hours. 
 
Just before serving, warm the cherries and the marinade. Serve large 
individual scoops of ice cream in deep dishes (these can be kept in the 
freezer). Put 1-ounce of brandy in the spoon (not silver), warm it, 
light it and ignite the cherry mixture. Mix while blazing and ladle 
cherries and juice over ice cream.
