Recipe from the Adobe Oven Cookbook

Point Loma Sangria

1 (750 ml) bottle white wine of choice
2 1/2 cups apple juice

1 cup triple sec

2 thsp sugar

1 orange, thinly sliced

1 lemon, thinly sliced

2 limes, thinly sliced

1 cup raspberries

Combine all but raspberries and press fruit against the side and bottom of
the pitcher to release the juices. Add raspberries, but the presentation will
be better if you do not press the raspberries. Chill, covered, until serving
time. The flavor of the sangria is enhanced the longer the wine mixture is
allowed to chill.

Serves 4-6.
