Dining with Confidence

Membership training in October was presented by our very own Lindsay Pechek. You may
have attended or will need to attend a formal dinner as being a part of a non-profit
organization, through your employer, or for social pleasure. Many of us were not taught the
do and don’ts of formal dining and the training in October helped to take the guess work and
intimidation out of formal dining. Here are some helpful tips from Lindsay’s presentation that
[ felt were key highlights for membership who were not able to attend.

Which side do you wear your nametag? On your right side and you shake hands with your
right. Which drink is yours? Think B and D (bread on your left and drink on your right).
You can make a “B” with your thumb and pointer finger on your left and a “D” on your right.

Napkins - they belong on your lap. When you leave the table, the napkin is to be placed on the
back of the chair. Never leave it on your seat! You wouldn’t want to wipe your mouth with
something you have been sitting on. Napkins should also not be used to discard unappetizing

Food is served from the left and the dishes are picked up the food from the right. When
beginning your meal, work from the outside inwards with your utensils. When finished with
your meal, you should point your fork downwards on top of your plate and your knife with
the blade inwards. Food is passed from left to right. When passing the salt and pepper, they
should always be passed together and never separated.
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Hopefully some of these tips can be useful in your next dining occasion making the event
more enjoyable and relaxing any dining tension you may have. So relax, network and have a
